Our History

In 1985 the Campbell and Richmond families conceived the idea of a
homeowners’ group for the benefit of property owners of Berkeley
Shores. The primary focus would be the protection and enrichment of
our fragile environment. Members would be dedicated to the betterment
and ecology of the neighborhood. Initially 20 members joined the
association known as the Berkeley Shores Homeowners’ Civic Association
(BSHCA),

Our beach was improved with benches and swim ropes were installed.
The parking lot was fenced and curfew signs erected. BSHCA became
more involved with environmental issues. As major shoaling of our main
Inlet created an impassable situation, an outcry for action from
concerned boat owners. BSHCA , along with the assistance of the Mayor,
Township Council, State Representatives and the perseverance of the
BSHCA’S members, helped to get a bond which was used to widen and
increase the depth of the inlet.

Memorial Day,1995 marked the grand reopening of the inlet with a Boat
Parade, Blessing of the Fleet and beach picnic. To help grow its
membership numbers, the executive board appointed a social program
committee designed to bring people together with the premise that if
united, we could tackle any problem.

As the treasury grows, BSHCA gives back to the community with Holiday
food drives and gift baskets for the needy. Scholarships are awarded to
our high school graduates. Annual donations are granted to local
organizations.

BSHCA adopted a "Clean Streets" and lagoon clean-up program. "No-
Wake" buoys were purchased to warn of new shoaling. Lagoon street
signs mark our bulkheads for visitors.
